	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing access to data around gender-based violence

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Intro No. 1416 would require the Mayor’s Office to End Gender-Based Violence (ENDGBV), in consultation with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), to compile and review all existing data related to gender-based violence (GBV), including domestic violence. Based on this review, ENDGBV would develop a report with recommendations for improving how agencies collect and integrate GBV data. The bill would also require ENDGBV, in consultation with DOHMH, to develop an outreach program to survey GBV screening practices by healthcare providers and provide information to integrate trauma-informed practice into the screenings and to report on the practices of the healthcare providers. In addition, the bill would require ENDGBV to develop a data dashboard to share GBV-related data from city and state agencies. Finally, the bill would mandate that the Department of Social Services (DSS) and the Administration of Child Services (ACS) report annually on their GBV screening practices, including the number of screenings conducted.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on the City’s revenues from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates this legislation would require an additional $1.6 million in Fiscal 2026 and $2.1 million in Fiscal 2027. This includes an additional $217,000 annually for ENDGBV to hire two staff members to collect data and develop the required reporting. The prorated cost for these two positions in the first fiscal year is $81,375.

Additionally, the Council estimates that there would be an annual expenditure of $1,757,000 to support DSS in hiring 15 social workers and one research scientist for collecting and managing data. The prorated expenditure for these positions is $658,875 for the first fiscal year.

The Council also estimates a one-time cost of $860,000 to support the development of the data dashboard. Starting in Fiscal 2027, there would be an additional $120,000 need for the cost of maintaining the data dashboard. 

OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
