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Bill Title: 
To amend local law number 77 for the year 2020, the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city fire code, in relation to outdoor dining 

Bill Summary:

This bill would extend the temporary outdoor dining program established by Local Law 77 to December 31, 2020 and create a permanent outdoor dining program that would allow restaurants to offer outdoor dining to patrons in certain spaces. The Department of Transportation (DOT) would be required to create a self-certification process that would restaurants to utilize the roadway adjacent to the curb in front of the business frontage. The bill would also legalize outdoor propane heaters. 

Effective Date:
The provisions relating to a temporary outdoor dining program and propone heaters would take effect immediately. The provisions related to a permanent outdoor dining program would take effect January 1, 2021.
