SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 220 would require the Department of Cultural Affairs (DCLA) to maintain a list of all known burial sites of formerly enslaved African Americans citywide. This bill would also require DCLA to develop and implement a plan to locate any currently unmarked burial sites for formerly enslaved African Americans citywide, in consultation with other city agencies, organizations and experts. This bill would also require DCLA to notify elected officials when a burial site has been located in their district. Finally, this bill would require DCLA to develop an educational campaign to inform City residents about the burial sites and develop and maintain an interactive map of the burial sites on the DCLA website.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council anticipates that additional resources would be needed to implement this legislation; however, the overall cost would depend on the number of burial sites identified, the scope of research and survey efforts undertaken, and the extent of the educational campaign. Implementation of this legislation would likely require additional staff time and resources for historical research, interagency coordination, community outreach, development and maintenance of the interactive map and website content, and the installation of historical markers at identified sites.
