   A local law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to increasing the fees charged for applications filed with the board of standards and appeals



	Sponsors:
Council Members Weprin, Dilan, and the Mayor


	Summary of Legislation This bill would amend section 25-202, subsections 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5, of the administrative code of the city of New York, which sets forth a fee schedule for various types of applications for discretionary relief under the jurisdiction of the New York City Board of Standards and Appeals, such as variances, special permits, appeals, and amendments to prior grants. The bill would increase the dollar amount or percentage amount of each fee approximately 25 percent, except for those fees specifically related to various applications for one and two family homes or related to administrative appeals for one, two and three family homes.

Additionally, this bill would delete in its entirety section 24-202, subsection 4(a), of the administrative code, which sets forth the fee structure for applications for administrative review under the loft conversion provisions of the zoning resolution. The bill would also correct some technical errors in the last amendment that lead to inconsistencies in the square footage parameters for variances and special permits, set forth at subsections (1)(b)(3) and (1)(c)(2), and in the time parameters for extensions of time and term, set forth at subsections (1)(g)(1 through 4). 



	Effective Date : Pending passage of the above resolution, the law would take effect immediately.
