TITLE:
AN ACT to authorize the city of New York to discontinue certain land as park land. 

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation would authorize the City of New York to discontinue as mapped park land a portion of the existing Pelham Bay Park at the westerly end of the existing City Island Road Bridge (approximately 1.17 acres) in the Bronx and to use such land for the construction of a new replacement bridge and its approach.  The bill would also authorize a temporary easement (approximately 1.64 acres) for the construction of a temporary bridge and its west approach that will allow access to City Island while the permanent replacement bridge is being constructed. 


According to the MIS, the existing City Island Road Bridge was built in 1901 and is the only vehicular, bicycle, and pedestrian access between the mainland Bronx and City Island.  The bridge is part of City Island Road, which is located within Pelham Bay Park.  With seven spans and six piers in the water, the bridge has outlived its useful life and requires extensive continuous maintenance.  In addition, the existing bridge has three substandard lanes (one travel lane in each direction and one lane in the middle of emergency access).  Therefore, it is not possible to close one-half of the bridge while the other half is being rehabilitated due to insufficient lane widths.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would authorize the City of New York to permanently discontinue the use of park land, described in section three of this act, for use in connection with the construction of a new replacement bridge connecting the Bronx mainland to City Island.  Section 1 would also temporarily discontinue the use as park land, the land described in section four of this act, for use in connection with the construction of a temporary bridge to be used during the construction of such permanent new replacement bridge.  Upon the completion of the construction of the permanent replacement bridge, the City of New York shall restore and improve the surface of the lands described in section four of this act and the lands shall continue to be used for park purposes. 

Section 2 of this bill would establish that the authorization provided for in section one of this act shall be subject to the requirement that the City of New York dedicate additional waterfront park land on City Island and/or perform capital improvements to existing waterfront park land on City Island and in Pelham Bay Park directly adjacent to the City Island Bridge so that such lands and/or improvements are equal to or greater than the fair market value of the lands being discontinued in sections three and four of this act. 

Section 3 of this bill would establish that the land authorized by this act to be discontinued permanently as park land, Area 1, is in Pelham Bay Park in the Borough of the Bronx, City and State of New York, bounded and described as follows: 

BEGINNING at a point on the southeasterly side of Area 1, said point being the following two course and distances from a point marked by Monument No. 112 having coordinates of North 27365.433 and West 13246.967 as located on the “Borough of the Bronx Topographical Bureau” Monument Section No. 62: (1) northeasterly 10.00 feet to a point of tangency on the northerly Right-of-Way line of the approach to City Island Bridge; (2) northwesterly along said northerly Right-of-way line and its northwesterly prolongation 641.75 feet; thence from said Point of BEGINNING

1.  Southwesterly along the southeasterly side of Area 1, along a line which, on its southeasterly side, forms an angle of 90° 00’00” with the southwesterly side of the last mentioned course, a distance of 178.35 feet to an angle point and the southwesterly side of Area 1;

2.  Thence northwesterly along the southwesterly side of Area 1, along a line forming an interior angle of 81°28’59” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 323.08 feet to an angle point and the northwesterly side of Area 1;

3.  Thence northeasterly along the northwesterly side of Area 1, along a line forming an interior angle of 98°31’01” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 111.03 feet to an angle point and the northeasterly side of Area 1;

4.  Thence southeasterly along the northeasterly side of Area 1, forming an interior angle of 98°31’01” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 323.08 feet to an angle point and the southeasterly side of Area 1;

5.  Thence southwesterly along the southeasterly side of Area 1, forming an interior angle of 81°28’59” with the last mentioned course a distance of 28.37 feet to the Point of the BEGINNING.  Containing 50,765.89 Square Feet or 1.17 Acres.  Directions are based on the Borough of the Bronx North.  This description is intended to describe the parcel of land shown as Area 1 on the City of New York Borough of the Bronx Application Map Showing the Delineation of a Bridge Corridor Bounded by City Island Road/City Island Bridge, dated 4/5/06. 

Section 4 of this bill would establish that the land authorized by this act to be temporarily discontinued as park land, Area 3, is in Pelham Bay Park in the Borough of the Bronx, City and State of New York, bounded and described as follows:

BEGINNING at a point on the northeasterly corner of Area 3, said point being the following three course and distances from a point marked by Monument No. 111 having coordinates of North 27172.689 and West 13201.684 as located on the “Borough of the Bronx Topographical Bureau” Monument Section No. 62: (1) southwesterly 10.00 feet to a point of curvature of a curve to the left connecting the southwesterly line of City Island Avenue with the southerly Right-of-Way line of the approach to City Island Bridge; (2) northwesterly along said curve to the left having a radius of 132.23 feet, a central angle of 35°42’56” and an arc length of 82.43 feet to a point of tangency and the southerly Right-of-Way line of the approach to City Island Bridge; (3) northwesterly along said southerly Right-of-Way line and its northwesterly prolongation 480.62 feet; thence from said Point of BEGINNING.

1. Southwesterly along the southeasterly side of Area 3, along a line which, on its southeasterly side, forms an angle of 86°21’15” with the southwesterly side of the last mentioned course a distance of 63.40 feet to an angle point and the southwesterly side of Area 3;

2.  Thence northwesterly along the southwesterly side of Area 3, forming an interior angle of 86°21’15” with the last mentioned course a distance of 481.00 feet to a point of curvature;

3.  Thence northwesterly along the southwesterly side of Area 3, along a curve to the right having a radius of 299.86 feet, a central angle of 30°26’40”, and whose chord forms an interior angle with the last mentioned course of 164°46’40”, and an arc length of 159.33 feet to a point of reverse curvature;

4.  Thence northwesterly along the southwesterly side of Area 3, along a curve to the left having a radius of 372.71 feet, a central angle of 30°28’04”, and whose chord forms an interior angle with the last mentioned chord of 179°59’18”, and an arc length of 198.19 feet to a point of tangency;

5.  Thence northwesterly along the southwesterly side of Area 3, forming an interior angle with the last mentioned chord of 195°51’15”, a distance of 53.49 feet to an angle point and the northwesterly side of Area 3;

6.  Thence northeasterly along the northwesterly side of Area 3 forming an interior angle of 87°08’45” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 77.21 feet to an angle point and the northeasterly side of Area 3;

7.  Thence southeasterly along the northeasterly side of Area 3, along a line forming an interior angle of 91°13’32” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 137.33 feet to an angle point;

8.  Thence southeasterly along the northeasterly side of Area 3, along a line forming an interior angle of 181°51’52” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 211.74 feet to an angle point and a jog in the northeasterly side of Area 3;

9.  Thence southwesterly along said jog in the northeasterly side of Area 3, along a line forming an interior angle of 89°44’33” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 84.18 feet to an angle point.

10.  Thence southeasterly along the northeasterly side of Area 3, along a line forming an interior angle of 261°28’59” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 131.56 feet to an angle point;

11.  Thence still southeasterly along the northeasterly side of Area 3, along a line forming an interior angle of 188°30’35” with the last mentioned course, a distance of 388.47 feet to the Point of BEGINNING.  Containing 71,620.73 Square Feet or 1.64 Acres.  Directions are based on the Borough of the Bronx North.  This description is intended to describe the parcel of land shown as Area 3 on the City of New York Borough of Bronx Area Map Showing the Delineation of a Bridge Corridor for a Temporary Construction Easement, dated 4/5/06.
