A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring borough commissioners in the department of environmental protection

This bill would require the Commissioner of the Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”) to assign to each borough a Borough Commissioner, who would oversee DEP programs, personnel, and facilities within the borough and regularly inform the Commissioner of DEP regarding such programs, personnel, and facilities. The Borough Commissioners would also consult when appropriate with the relevant Borough President and Community Boards.
