PROPOSED RESOLUTION NO. 283-A

The Proposed Resolution would also indicate that New York City, in particular, has been culturally and socially enriched as a result of the many contributions of its vibrant Asian Pacific American community. 

The Proposed Resolution would note the triumphs and unwavering efforts of the dedicated individuals who have advanced the Asian Pacific American community and the community at-large, through outstanding advocacy, sterling achievements and an unfaltering dedication to societal well-being. Finally, the Proposed Resolution would state that Asian Pacific American Heritage month is a time to reflect on the Asian Pacific American experience, and a time to honor past heroes and praise the good work, achievements and contributions of those Asian Pacific Americans who have made positive contributions.
