No. 1378 would require the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) to report on the current use of space in property leased or owned by the city, or whether such property is vacant. If such property is vacant, DCAS would additionally be required to report on what work would be needed to bring such property into use.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation as lease and property management is already part of DCAS’s current operations and the agency would utilize existing resources to fulfill the legislation’s requirements. The goal of this legislation aligns with the core functions and responsibilities of DCAS.  OMB estimates there would be a cost of $810,000 in the first fiscal year with a baseline of $3.2 million in succeeding fiscal years for personal service costs related to the hiring of architects and engineers. Most recent headcount data shows that DCAS has 380 vacant positions. While the Council does not agree that there is a need for additional headcount as the data requested is information that is already collected, even if DCAS was to need additional personnel, these positions would be more than covered by the current vacancies.
