I. Introduction

On September 26, 2016, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Jumaane D. Williams will hold a hearing to consider Int. No. 179 and Int. No. 1120. The Committee expects to receive testimony from the Borough Presidents, representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), members of the real estate industry, and other interested members of the public.
II. Int. No. 179

Int. No. 179 would require street numbers to be placed on every side of a building that contains an entrance primarily utilized for day-to-day pedestrian ingress or egress. It would also increase the civil penalty for failing to post street numbers from twenty-five dollars to two hundred and fifty dollars and the daily penalty from five dollars to fifty dollars.
Section one of Int. No. 179 amends section 3-505 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York (the Code) to require that street numbers be placed on every side of a building that contains an entrance primarily utilized for day-to-day pedestrian ingress or egress. Further, section 3-505 of the Code is amended to increase the civil penalty for failing to post street numbers from twenty-five dollars to two hundred dollars and the daily penalty from five dollars to fifty dollars.
Section two of Int. No. 179 contains the enactment clause.
III. Int. No. 1120

Int. No. 1120 would require that the Department of Environmental Protection (the Department) be notified whenever excavation or drilling to a depth greater than 50 feet is proposed. If the Department determines that such proposed activity is in close proximity to critical infrastructure, proponents would be required to obtain a permit from the Department, in addition to any permits or approvals required by DOB.
Section one of Int. No. 1120 adds a new section 24-367 to the Code, which requires that, whenever excavation or drilling, for any purpose, to a depth greater than 50 feet is proposed, the owner of the premises or the contractor shall notify the Department of the location of such activity 30 business days prior to commencement of such activity. Further, within 10 business days of receiving such notification, the Department shall determine whether the location of such activity is in close proximity to critical infrastructure and notify the owner or contractor of such determination. If the Department determines that the location of such activity is in close proximity to critical infrastructure, the owner or contractor shall obtain a permit from the Department prior to commencement of such activity. Additionally, the issuance of any permit or approval by DOB shall not relieve the owner or contractor of the obligation to comply with any notification or permitting requirements of the Department.
Section two of Int. No. 1120 amends section 3304.3.3 of the Building Code to clarify the requirements set forth in new section 24-367 of the Code, which require that the Department be notified whenever excavation or drilling to a depth greater than 50 feet is proposed.
Section three of Int. No. 1120 contains the enactment clause.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to street numbers.
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 3-505 of chapter five of title three of the administrative code of the City of New York is amended as follows:

§ 3-505 Street numbers. a. Requirements. The owner, agent, lessee or other person in charge of any building in the city upon a street to which street numbers of buildings have been assigned by the president of the borough in which such building is situated, shall cause the proper street number or numbers of such buildings to be displayed in such manner that the street number or numbers may at all times be plainly legible from the sidewalk in front of such building. The term "front" as used in this section shall be construed to mean [that] the side or sides of the building [which faces] that (i) contain any entrance primarily utilized for day-to-day pedestrian ingress and egress and (ii) face the street on which the number or numbers of such building, or premises on which such building is situated, have been allotted. The number or numbers shall be displayed on such side or sides of such building or premises. Each borough president shall have the power to establish and enforce rules and regulations relating to the size, form, visibility and location of street numbers in accordance with the requirements of this section.
b. Violations. If the owner, lessee, agent or other person in charge of any building in the city upon a street to which street numbers of buildings have been assigned by the president of the borough in which such building is situated shall fail to display the proper street number of such building, as provided in the foregoing subdivision, the president of the borough in which such building is situated shall forthwith serve such person or persons with a copy of this section, and if after thirty days' notice the owner, lessee, agent or other person in charge of such building shall fail or neglect to comply with the provisions thereof, he or she shall be subject to a penalty of [twenty-five]two hundred fifty dollars, which shall be sued for and collected in the name of the city. Any person who shall continue any such offense shall pay an additional sum of [five] fifty dollars for each day such offense shall continue.
§ 2. This local law shall take effect immediately.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city building code, in relation to notification of proposed excavation or drilling
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 

Section 1.  The administrative code of the city of New York is amended to add a new section 24-367 to read as follows:

§ 24-367 Excavation and drilling; notification and permit. Whenever excavation or drilling, for any purpose, to a depth greater than 50 feet is proposed, the owner of the premises or the contractor shall notify the department of the location of such activity 30 business days prior to commencement of such activity. Within 10 business days of receiving such notification, the department shall determine whether the location of such activity is in close proximity to critical infrastructure, as defined in rules promulgated by the department, and notify the owner or contractor of such determination. If the department determines that the location of such activity is in close proximity to critical infrastructure, the owner or contractor shall obtain a permit from the department prior to commencement of such activity. The issuance of any permit or approval by the department of buildings shall not relieve the owner or contractor of the obligation to comply with any notification or permitting requirements of the department.
§ 2. Section 3304.3.3 of the New York city building code, as amended by local law number 141 for the year 2013, is amended to read as follows:
3304.3.3 Notification to the Department of Environmental Protection.
Whenever excavation or drilling, for any purpose, to a depth greater than [100 feet (30 480mm)] 50 feet (15 240 mm) is proposed [in a block that has any part of its boundary falling within 500 feet (152 m) horizontal distance from the centerline of any water tunnel as measured at or near the surface (the “Corridor”), an approval and permit shall be obtained from the New York City Department of Environmental Protection. The], the owner of the premises or the contractor shall notify the New York City Department of Environmental Protection prior to commencement of [any] such activity in accordance with Section 24-367 of the Administrative Code and any rules promulgated thereunder. The issuance of any permit or approval by the department shall not relieve the applicant, owner or contractor of the obligation to comply with any [approval] notification or permitting requirements of the New York City Department of Environmental Protection.
 

§ 3. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law, provided, however, that the commissioner of environmental protection may take all actions necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.
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
