SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Intro No. 1297 would reopen the lookback window to the Gender-Motivated Violence Act (GMVA), commencing on March 1, 2026, and closing on March 1, 2027. This would extend the statute of limitations and provide survivors of gender-motivated acts of violence additional time to pursue civil actions. In addition to reviving claims under the existing GMVA, the bill would also address retroactivity during the lookback window, allowing claims to be brought against any individual or entity for acts committed prior to the GMVA’s substantive amendment in 2022, including conduct before the passage of the GMVA’s enactment in 2000.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be an impact on the City’s expenditures, due to the City’s experience with similar laws, such as the Child Victims Act and Adult Survivors Act. However, as the impact is dependent upon the merits of each lawsuit brought forward, the exact expenditures resulting from this legislation cannot be determined at this time. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
