Summary of Legislation:
This legislation would amend the New York city charter, by adding thereto a new section 1075 in relation to requiring the Department of Information Technology and Telecommunications (DoITT) to making available periodic reports regarding data collected from the 311 Citizen Service Center, in electronic format, to the speaker of the council, the public advocate and each community board. DoITT shall further make available on the city’s official website, a report regarding requests for service received by the 311 citizen service center since April 1, 2004, disaggregated on a month-by-month and fiscal year-by-year basis.
Effective Date:
This local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment into law, except that the commissioner of information technology and telecommunications shall take such steps as are necessary for its implementation prior to such effective date.
