BILL SUMMARY:

Under the bill, the plans submitted by office buildings to the department of transportation for bringing bicycles into the building would be expanded. The bill would require office buildings to allow bicycles to be brought into the buildings and use freight elevators the same as ordinary freight. Where freight is provided unescorted access to freight elevators, bicycles would be transported in the same way. Office buildings would be required to allow bicycle exit through other elevators if available if the freight elevator is shut down or not usable. All plans filed after January 1, 2016 would include this additional information, and prior plans would be amended to include the requirements on or before July 1, 2016.
