	Title:  A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to recovery of expenses for repair work performed by or on behalf of the department of housing preservation and development and department of finance statements of account.

	Sponsors:  Council Members Weprin and Fidler (by request of the Mayor)


	Summary of Legislation:   This legislation would conform the emergency repair (ERP) charges billing process to the Department of Finance’s (DOF) current billing process, thereby eliminating the need for DOF to send out separate emergency repair charge bills.  The ERP charge would appear on DOF’s statement of account (SOA), which is mailed quarterly to owners.   The bill also clarifies when charges are due, and when unpaid charges become lienable.  The ERP charge will appear on the first SOA following the date when the charge was incurred, but payment will not be due until the second SOA due date.  Owners will also be permitted to protest charges in writing to DOF during the period between the first and second SOAs.  Charges will become lienable if they are not paid by the second SOA due date. 
Additional amendments to the bill recognize that the agencies now maintain information about such charges in an electronic format, and repeal outdated provisions that no longer reflect where such information resides and how it is kept. 


	Effective Date:   The bill will take effect 30 days after it is enacted.
