TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the composition of the detective bureau. 

BACKGROUND:
This legislation would amend the City's Administrative Code provisions concerning the organization and composition of the Police Department's detective bureau.  It would require the number of police officers in the detective bureau to be at least fifteen percent of the number of police officers on the force.  The legislation would also require at least ten percent of the officers in the detective bureau to be designated as detectives of the first grade and at least twenty-five percent of the officers in the detective bureau to be designated as detectives of the second grade.

According to Senator Maltese's Memorandum in Support, in the past, funds to promote third grade detectives to second grade and ultimately to first grade detectives have been diverted for other purposes.  The enactment of this legislation would establish a reasonable number of first and second grade detective positions.
