TITLE:
AN ACT to authorize the city of New York to discontinue the use as parkland of a portion of real property in the borough of Manhattan and to use such property and adjacent property under the jurisdiction of the New York City department of transportation for the construction of a new subway tunnel approach and a reconstructed South Ferry subway station on the Seventh Avenue subway line.
PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

The Proposed legislation would authorize the City to (1) permanently discontinue the use of certain park lands, described in section three of the bill; and transfer those lands to the New York City Transit Authority (NYCTA); (2) grant easements under certain other parklands described in section four of the bill; and (3) temporarily discontinue the use of certain other parklands, described in section five of the bill.  The discontinuance of the use of the lands as parkland, and the easements, are intended to allow the NYCTA to construct a new subway tunnel and reconstruct the South Ferry subway station.  Upon completion of the construction, the NYCTA would have to restore the surface of the lands over which the easements were granted, and those lands where the discontinuance as parkland was only temporary.

Section two of the legislation conditions the discontinuance of the property as parkland and granting of easements to the NYCTA on the City’s acquisition of additional parklands of equal or greater fair market value and/or the performance of capital improvements to existing parks and recreational facilities which are equal to or greater than the fair market value of the transferred property and easements.    

Sections three, four and five of the legislation describe the parklands that are permanently discontinued, those over which easements are granted, and those that are temporarily discontinued respectively.

This legislation shall take effect immediately.
