A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to overcrowding
I. Introduction

On April 26, 2004, the Committee on Fire and Criminal Justice Services, chaired by Council Member Yvette Clarke, will hold a hearing on Int. 249, legislation to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to overcrowding. Those expected to testify include representatives of the Fire Department and fire unions.

II. Int. 249 Summary 

This bill seeks to amend Title 27 of the administrative code by adding a new section 27-4265.1 to the Fire Prevention Code entitled “Overcrowding.”  While code section 15-227 prohibits overcrowding by declaring it to be a public nuisance, it does not specifically define the term “overcrowding” and does not declare such conduct unlawful.

The proposed local law defines the term overcrowding in accordance with either a certificate of occupancy of a building or other authorization issued by the New York City Department of Buildings or by reference to the occupant-area ratios in Table 6-2 of the Building Code.

This local law would take effect immediately after its enactment.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1.  Title 27 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 27-4265.1 to read as follows:

§ 27-4265.1 Overcrowding.  The number of occupants in any building or space shall not exceed the maximum number of occupants specified for such building or space by the certificate of occupancy or other authorization issued by the department of buildings, or, in the absence of such certificate or authorization, the maximum number of occupants established by using the appropriate occupant-area ratios from table 6-2 of chapter one of this title.  
§2.  This local law shall take effect immediately
