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          1  COMMITTEE ON HEALTH

          2                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: This is the City

          3  Council's Health Committee. We're holding a vote on

          4  Intro. 396-A, a local law to amend the

          5  Administrative Code of the City of New York in

          6  relation to banning the sale of certain substances

          7  containing lead. In this case the focus of this bill

          8  is on lead candies.

          9                 This bill was introduced by Council

         10  Member Lew Fidler, who we'll hear from in a minute.

         11  There's not a lot of things that there's complete

         12  unanimity on in the New York City Council, but 396-A

         13  is one of those things. Every member of the Council

         14  has sponsored this bill, and we have come to an

         15  agreement on the bill and the bill will be signed by

         16  the Mayor. So this really must be one of those rare

         17  perfect ideas in government.

         18                 Before we hear from the sponsor of

         19  the bill, we're just going to allow a member of the

         20  Health Committee, Helen Sears to vote, because she

         21  has a scheduling conflict. And we're going to need

         22  to keep the roll open for two Council members who

         23  are in another meeting. Thank you.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Thank you very

         25  much, Madam Chair, and I thank the sponsors. Really
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          2  a great pleasure, I vote aye. This is a real

          3  hallmark in protecting our children. Thank you so

          4  much.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Thank you.

          6                 And now I want to turn it over to

          7  Council Member Fidler. Lew Fidler, the prime sponsor

          8  and author of the legislation.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: I won't burden

         10  the record with a lot of talk. I certainly want to

         11  thank Chairwoman Quinn and Gelvina Stevenson,

         12  Committee Counsel, for working out the A version

         13  with the Administration.

         14                 I don't think there is anybody in the

         15  City of New York who thinks we should be feeding

         16  lead to children, whether it's in the form of paint,

         17  candy or litigario, and it's amazing to me that the

         18  sale of those substances were legal up to now. And I

         19  think this is a good day for children. And in the

         20  words of Jimmy Oddo "Koom baya."

         21                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: With Koom baya in

         22  mind, if the clerk could please call the roll, and

         23  we'll leave it open for Council Members Stewart and

         24  Clarke, who are meeting with a dignatary from the

         25  Island of St. Kitts downstairs.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of four in

         12  the affirmative, zero in the negative, and no

         13  abstentions, the item is adopted.

         14                 Council Members, please sign the

         15  Committee report.

         16                 Thank you.

         17                 Council Member Reed.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote currently

         20  stands at five in the affirmative.

         21                 Excuse me. Council Member Stewart.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Council

         23  Member Stewart votes yes.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote currently

         25  stands at six in the affirmative, zero in the
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          2  negative and no abstentions.

          3                 Council Member Clarke.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: I vote aye on

          5  all.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Proposed Intro. No.

          7  396-A is adopted by a vote of seven in the

          8  affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          9  abstentions. Thank you.
