To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to imposing civil penalties for discharging fireworks without a permit.  

I. INTRODUCTION

 
On June 22, 2005, the Committee on Fire and Criminal Justice Services, chaired by Council Member Yvette Clarke, will hold a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 431-A, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing civil penalties for discharging fireworks without a permit.  Those expected to testify include representatives from the Fire Department.  

II. ANALYSIS OF PROPOSED INT. NO. 431-A

Proposed Int. No. 431-A would create civil penalties of $750 for any person who discharges fireworks within the city without a permit, which is unlawful under subdivision a of section 27-4047 of the administrative code.  The proposed bill also makes the fine recoverable by the Environmental Control Board and designates the violation of 27-4047 as hazardous for the purposes of subdivision e of section 15-230 of the administrative code.
The bill will take effect immediately upon enactment into law.

A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to imposing civil penalties for discharging fireworks without a permit.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section One. Subchapter six of chapter four of title twenty-seven of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 27-4047.1 to read as follows:

§27-4047.1 Civil penalty for use of fireworks without a permit.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, and in addition to any criminal penalties that may apply, any person who violates subdivision a of section 27-4047 by using or discharging fireworks within the city without a permit shall be liable for a civil penalty of seven hundred and fifty dollars, which may be recovered in a proceeding before the environmental control board.  For the purposes of subdivision e of section 15-230 of this code, such violation shall be deemed to be hazardous.

§2. This local law shall take effect immediately after its enactment into law.
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
