         21  District, the Clinton Special District was created

         22  to try to protect and preserve the tenements and the

         23  people, more importantly, who live in the tenements

         24  in Hell's Kitchen, as the Midtown Business District

         25  had expanded in the eighties. This takes that
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          2  protection and moves it out from the mid-blocks to

          3  the avenues where we've really seen a tremendous

          4  amount of encroachment. And this really reflects the

          5  City Planning Commission hearing the concerns of the

          6  Hell's Kitchen Community, and I want to thank the

          7  staff of our Subcommittee who have helped move this

          8  forward and hope that my colleagues will be able to

          9  support this measure which protects the low-income

         10  and middle income residents of Hell's Kitchen,

         11  Clinton.
