	Summary of Legislation: Int. No. 629-A amends paragraph 3 of subdivision g of section 26-248 and adds new sections and a new  subdivision to the administrative code of the city of New York that relate to safety plans, workplace exits for evacuations and violations associated with the unlawful locking of exits. The legislation would increase the fines and criminal penalties for such violations; would protect workers who are whistle blowers; and set new evacuation procedures for owners or tenants of space which is classified in occupancy group C (mercantile establishments).  The legislation also mandates that the Fire Department conduct a minimum of 50 unannounced inspections per year.
