A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring all minors, under the age of fourteen to wear a helmet while riding a scooter.

Summary of Legislation:
 This legislation would amend Section 1. Title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding section 19-171.  This new section would require that all children under the age of fourteen are required to wear a helmet while riding a non-motorized scooter.  All helmets must meet the standards of the American National Standards Institute, the Snell Memorial Foundation’s Standard for Protective Headgear for the use in Bicycling, the American Society of Testing and Materials for bicycle helmets, the Safety Equipment Institute Standards for bicycle helmets, or the United States Consumer Product Safety Commission Standards for bicycle helmets.  Any person who violates the provisions of this new law may be subject to civil penalty not to exceed fifty dollars.    

Effective Date:
This legislation would take effect sixty days after it has become a law.
