TITLE:
In relation to filing for certificates of occupancy.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Title 27 by amending section 27-222.

BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
The Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Madeline Provenzano, has convened to consider Int. No. 451.  The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the real estate industry, and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 451 would amend section 27-222 of the Administrative Code with regards to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy.  In accordance with the provisions of this bill, all applications for a certificate of occupancy and accompanying papers would be subject to a mandate that such applications and papers be examined within ten calendar days after their submission to the Department of Buildings.  Furthermore, the bill would provide that any related inspections that are required to be conducted by DOB would be performed by DOB upon the submission of a statement of compliance by an architect, engineer or project supervisor, pursuant to section 27-221 of Administrative Code, and that any omissions within the application would be grounds for DOB to reject of the application, but not grounds to refuse to conduct the required inspection.

The provisions of this local law would take effect immediately.
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
