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          1  SUBCOMMITTEE ON ZONING AND FRANCHISES

          2                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Good morning,

          3  everyone. I'd like to reconvene Zoning and

          4  Franchises meeting. The one item that we have is LU

          5  401, C040389 ZMK. Application submitted by Park Lane

          6  Enterprises for an amendment of the zoning map,

          7  changing from an M1-1 district to an R5 district

          8  property bounded by a line 100 southeasterly of

          9  Atlantic Avenue and other streets, and this item was

         10  laid over from May 17th.

         11                 Joining me this morning are Council

         12  Members Al Vann, Christine Quinn, Erik Dilan, and

         13  Melinda Katz, and also we're joined by Council

         14  Member Arroyo.

         15                 I'd like to call the applicant up to

         16  give us the presentation.

         17                 MS. CELEMIN: Good morning. I'm Paula

         18  Celemin, from Park Lane Enterprises, and I'm going

         19  to just give you a brief on what the rezoning

         20  project is for Logan Street.

         21                 It's about a 200 by 200 area that

         22  we're rezoning on Logan Street, Logan and Milford

         23  between Atlantic and Liberty Avenue. The reason for

         24  this rezoning is because M1, on our property was an

         25  M1 or is an M1 district, and it doesn't really
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          2  coincide with what is in the area at this moment.

          3                 If you can see the pictures from

          4  there, I guess we can get a little closer, most of

          5  the properties around are attached one- and

          6  two-family houses. And to have an industrial

          7  building there was like obsolete.

          8                 So, we decided that we wanted to take

          9  on the rezoning to be able to build residential

         10  properties on that area.

         11                 I guess that's basically what the

         12  rezoning project entails.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: You're proposing

         14  to develop four two-family homes?

         15                 MS. CELEMIN: Yes.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Now, I understand

         17  the Community Board voted in favor of this and the

         18  Borough President's recommendation was also in favor

         19  of it? This is actually in Council Member Dilan's

         20  district.

         21                 Council Member, do you have any

         22  comments?

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Well, just

         24  thank you, Chair Avella.

         25                 I just would like to say that I'm
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          2  supportive of the rezoning today. I think the

          3  current rezoning would get a lot of the one- and

          4  two-family homes in the surrounding area in

          5  compliance with zoning resolution. A lot of these

          6  houses that are in the area were either

          7  grandfathered in a long time ago, or more homes that

          8  were potentially built out of compliance of the

          9  current zoning resolution. I think this measure will

         10  not only be good for the development of the new

         11  housings, which this group here will put up out of

         12  their own private funds, but will also bring other

         13  one- and two-family homes in my district in

         14  compliance with zoning, so I support the measure.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Thank you.

         16                 Any questions from Committee members?

         17                 Thank you.

         18                 MS. CELEMIN: Thank you.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: If there is no

         20  one signed up to speak on this item, I will close

         21  the public hearing and I will ask Counsel to call

         22  the vote. And the Chair recommends approval.

         23                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair Avella.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Aye.

         25                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member
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          2  Dilan.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye.

          4                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          5  McMahon -- I'm sorry, Council Member Vann.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: How did Council

          7  Member Dilan vote?

          8                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: He voted yes.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: I'll vote yes,

         10  as well.

         11                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote is

         12  three in the affirmative -- oh, Council Member

         13  Quinn.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

         15                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         16  Katz.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: I vote aye.

         18                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         19  at five in the affirmative, none in the negative, no

         20  abstentions, and it is referred to the full Land Use

         21  Committee.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Thank you.

         23                 We'll keep the vote open, since we

         24  will be here for other meetings, if that's okay with

         25  staff? Okay, til Land Use starts. And that closes
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          2  this meeting on the Subcommittee on Zoning and

          3  Franchises.

          4                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Gioia.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Thank you very

          6  much. I'd like to vote yes.

          7                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

          8  at six in the affirmative, none in the negative and

          9  no abstentions and is referred to the full Committee

         10  on Land Use.

         11                 Baez.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

         13                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         14  at seven in the affirmative, none in the negative

         15  and no abstentions, and is referred to the full

         16  Committee.
