	Title:  A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to classifying housekeeping violations as immediately hazardous, certifying correction of immediately hazardous housekeeping violations, adding civil penalties for violations of stop work orders.

	Summary of Legislation:  Int. 763-A amends the administrative code of the city of New York by classifying certain housekeeping violations as immediately hazardous violations.  Under this legislation, improper storage of materials on the floors of a building during construction or demolition operations and storage of combustible material and equipment that do not comply with the New York City Fire Code would be classified as immediately hazardous.  Additionally, this legislation requires that respondents accused of violating the building code must electronically or in any other form authorized by the Department of Buildings (DOB) certify that the condition has been corrected. Also, this legislation establishes civil penalties of $5,000 for the first violation and $10,000 for every subsequent violation of stop work orders (SWO) to be paid to DOB prior to the rescinding of SWO, provided, however, that such penalties will not apply to any work done to correct an unsafe or hazardous condition as authorized by the DOB Commissioner.  


	Effective Date:  This legislation would take effect immediately upon enactment.
