          2                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Good afternoon,

          3  everyone. My name is Christine Quinn. I'm the Chair

          4  of the Health Committee, and we're voting today to

          5  accept the Mayor's veto of the Health Care Security

          6  Act, Intro. 468-A; and then after we bask in the

          7  love of that moment of accepting his veto, to

          8  quickly override the veto.

          9                 His veto is 671; the bill is 468-A.

         10  So we are voting today. The most important thing

         11  we're voting today is to override the Mayor's veto

         12  of the Health Care Security Act, which will then be

         13  sent to the floor where we will vote on the veto

         14  override on the floor today.

         15                 In deference to time, I'm not going

         16  to make any comments. We'll save them for the floor.

         17  If anyone else wants to make any comments?

         18  Otherwise, I'll have the clerk call the roll.

         19                 Great. We're going to have the clerk

         20  call the roll. And do we vote once or twice?

         21                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The first is to

         22  file.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Okay, so the first

         24  is to file.

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          2  Quinn.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Yes.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Yes.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Stewart.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Yes.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of five in

         13  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         14  abstentions, M 671 is filed.

         15                 M 671, Council Member Vann.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         18  six in the affirmative.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Okay. And then our

         21  final vote will be, notwithstanding the Mayor's veto

         22  shall the Health Committee override the veto on

         23  Intro. 468-A, and pass -- I think I just said it

         24  wrong.

         25                 Notwithstanding the Mayor's veto of
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          2  468-A, shall the Health Committee pass 468-A.

          3                 Could the clerk call the roll?

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Quinn.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Yes.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Yes.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Stewart.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Yes.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of six in

         17  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         18  abstentions, Intro. 468-A is readopted.

         19                 Council Members, please sign the
