A local law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to creating a gender equity advisory board.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would establish a gender equity advisory board. The advisory board would study the nature and extent of discrimination that women and girls face in the city as well as such discrimination’s impact on the economic, civic, and social well-being of women and girls. The advisory board would analyze the function and composition of city agencies with a gender-based lens, and make recommendations to the mayor and the council for the reduction of gender-based inequality. The advisory board would submit to the mayor and the speaker a report on December 31, 2017 and annually thereafter on its activities for the previous year, its goals for the following year, and its recommendations.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after becoming law
