          8                 14-A calls on the Governor to

          9  immediately abide by the Court Order in the lawsuit

         10  and to fully fund New York City Public Schools.

         11                 On the 13th, this Committee heard

         12  testimony from the Department of Education,

         13  Chancellor Joel Klein, United Federation of Teachers

         14  President Randi Weingarten, as well as advocates,

         15  teachers, parents and students.

         16                 They all emphasize that our public

         17  schools are in a state of emergency, and that we

         18  cannot wait a minute longer for our schools to get

         19  the money that they deserve.

         20                 This resolution is one step in a

         21  process.

         22                 As I said on the 13th, just the other

         23  day, we intend to do all that we can to make sure

         24  that the order in the CFE lawsuit is enforced.
