PRIME SPONSORS: Councilmember Constantinides
TITLE: by Council Member Constantinides, proposes a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reducing sewer system backups.

BILL SUMMARY: 
The local law requires the Commissioner to ensure that where a sewer segment causing a confirmed backup is identified, that segment is inspected and cleaned as necessary within 10 calendar days of the confirmation.
CODE SECTION AFFECTED: §24-503 a. 5.
EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law shall take effect immediately.
