	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to discharge planning services.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation is designed to assist inmates in their housing, employment and sobriety needs. This legislation mandates the Department of Correction (DOC) to collaborate with the Department of Homeless Services (DHS) to develop a process for identifying individuals who repeatedly are admitted to city correctional institutions who are housed in shelter provided by the DHS either immediately before their admission to or after release from DOC. Additionally, for inmates sentenced to ten days or more, DOC would be required to collect and provide their housing, employment and sobriety needs information, with the consent of the inmate, to not-for-profit social services organizations that are providing such inmates discharge planning services under contract with the Department of Correction. Furthermore, DOC would be required to make applications for government benefits available to inmates within the correctional institution and assist eligible inmates, serving thirty days or more, in applying for identification and government benefits. As DOC is already performing each of these tasks, this legislation would serve to codify these practices. 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect on July 1, 2005, except that the commissioner of correction and the commissioner of homeless services shall take all actions necessary to implement this local law on or before the date upon which it shall take effect.
