         17                 Alterations to your building's

         18  details, such as stoop, windows and cornice are not

         19  prohibited. The Commission would review any proposal

         20  to ensure that the work, in terms of its materials,

         21  design, color, massing, et cetera, would not detract

         22  from the architectural style of the building itself

         23  or other buildings in the district.
