City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the New York City Department of City Planning pursuant to Section 201 of the New York City Charter, for an amendment of the text of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, amending the Special Long Island City District (Article XI, Chapter 7), and related Sections, modifying the Northern Hunter’s Point Waterfront Access Plan (WAP), and amending APPENDIX F for the purpose of establishing a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing area.

City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development (“HPD”) regarding city-owned property located at 44-59 45th Avenue (Block 24, Lot 7), (the “Disposition Area”), approving: 
 
1) pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York State for: 
a) the designation of property located at Block 24, Lot 7 on a block bounded by Vernon Boulevard, 45th Avenue, 5th Street, and 44th Drive (Block 24, Lot 7) as an Urban Development Action Area; and  
b) an Urban Development Action Area Project for such area; and  
2) pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter for the disposition of such property to a developer to be selected by HPD; 
 
which would facilitate the development of a mixed-use building containing approximately 320 income-restricted units, community facility and commercial space, Borough of Queens, Community District 2.

City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) and the New York City Economic Development Corporation (EDC), pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the site selection and acquisition of property located the west side of Vernon Boulevard between 43rd and 44th avenues (Block 488, p/o Lot 114), for use as a publicly accessible open space.

City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Citywide Administrative Services, pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the disposition of City-owned property located the east side of Vernon Boulevard between 44th Drive and 44th Avenue (Block 488, Lots 11 and 15 and Block 489, Lots 1 and 23) pursuant to zoning.  

C 250180 PPQ (L.U. No. 378)

City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Citywide Administrative Services, pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the for the disposition of City-owned property generally bounded by 42nd Road to the north, 24th Street to the east, 43rd Avenue to the south and 23rd Street to the west (Block 428, Lots 12, 13, and 16) and generally bounded by 42nd Road to the north, Crescent Street to the east, 43rd Avenue to the south and 24th Street to the west (Block 429, Lots 13, 15 and 29), pursuant to zoning.  

C 250224 MMQ (L.U. No. 392)

City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the New York City Economic Development Corporation pursuant to Sections 197-c and 199 of the New York City Charter for an amendment to the City Map involving: 
 
1. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of portions of 44th Drive between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
2. the widening of 45th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
3. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Drive between 5th Street and the East River; and
4. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
5. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
6. the establishment of 5th Street between 44th Drive and 44th Avenue; and
7. the establishment of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
8. the establishment of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
9. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 2, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Maps No. 5049, 5050, 5051, and 5052, dated April 18, 2025 and revised June 12, 2025, and Maps No. 5053 and 5054, dated April 18, 2025 and signed by the Borough President.




INTENT

To approve a zoning map amendment to rezone certain districts shown in Zoning Map Section Nos. 8d and 9b, in an approximately 54-block area in Long Island City (LIC); a zoning text amendment to expand and modify the Special Long Island City Mixed Use District (Special LIC District), modify the Northern Hunter’s Point Waterfront Access Plan (WAP), and establish a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area; a disposition approval, UDAA and UDAAP designation located at 44-59 45th Avenue (Block 24, Lot 7); a site selection and acquisition of property by the City located at 43-82 Vernon Boulevard (Block 488, p/o Lot 114); disposition of City-owned property located at 44-36 Vernon Boulevard (Block 489, Lot 1); disposition of City-owned property located under the Ed Koch Queensboro Bridge (Block 428, Lots 12, 13, 16 and Block 429, Lots 13, 15, 29); and making adjustments to the street network in the area bounded by 44th Avenue, Vernon Boulevard, 45th Avenue and the East River including eliminating, establishing, widening, and narrowing streets, which would facilitate land use changes for an approximately 54-block area to implement the Long Island City Neighborhood Plan, which would include create approximately 14,700 new housing units, including 4,300 income-restricted units through the establishment of a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area, and 3.8 million square feet of commercial, community facility, and light industrial space, in the Long Island City neighborhood of Queens, Community Districts 1 and 2.
