..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to site safety personnel, including concrete site safety managers.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter 33 of the New York city building code , as added by local law number 33 for the year 2007, is amended by adding a new section 3310.9 to read as follows:

§3310.9 Additional site safety personnel.  The following additional personnel shall be provided to oversee specific operations at major building sites.  These personnel shall report directly to the site safety manager or coordinator designated in accordance with section 3310.6.  In all instances, the designated site safety manager or coordinator retains responsibility for ensuring compliance with the provisions of section 3310 of this code and all applicable rules, and for signing the site safety log.  The name and contact information of the additional site safety personnel shall be recorded in the site safety log.

§3310.9.1 Concrete safety manager.  A concrete safety manager shall be designated by the concrete contractor by January 1, 2009 at those sites where the cost of the concrete portion of the project is in excess of $250,000 or such other as amount as determined by rule. Concrete safety managers shall have five years of experience in concrete operations.  The commissioner shall promulgate rules by July 1, 2009 establishing additional requirements for the certification of concrete safety managers including the satisfactory completion of a 30-hour course in construction safety approved by the department.  .  The concrete safety manager shall be present during all concrete operations.   

§2.  This local law shall take effect on January 1, 2009, except that the commissioner of buildings shall take such actions as necessary for its implementation, prior to such effective date.  .
