TITLE:
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York City Police Department to provide information to the City Council regarding school safety agents.

.

I. BACKGROUND  


Under the provisions of section 14-150 of the administrative code, the New York City Police Department (NYPD) “shall submit to the city council on a quarterly basis” a variety of “materials, data and reports,” including a “report detailing the number of uniformed personnel and civilian personnel assigned to each and every patrol borough and operational bureau performing an enforcement function within the police department.”

II. INTRO 322-A OF 2004

Intro 322-A of 2004 amends paragraph 3 of subdivision a of section 14-150 of the administrative code to include, as part of the report detailing the number of uniformed and civilian personnel, “for each school operated by the department of education to which school safety agents are assigned, the number of school safety agents, averaged for the quarter, assigned to each of those schools.”


This local law shall become effective immediately.  
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
