TITLE:  

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of education to report on gay straight, or gender sexuality, alliance organizations
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the DOE to report on whether each public school has a GSA; whether such GSAs have a budget and, if so, the budget amount provided to each GSA; other supports provided by the school to such GSA; whether parents and teachers are involved with such GSA; the number of meetings held by such GSAs; the number of members in such GSAs; the number of teachers who have received trainings related to GSAs; any mission statements or other stated goals a GSA may have; and if a school does not have a GSA, any goals it may have to create one.
