Bill Title: 
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the installation of automatic sprinklers in residential buildings
Bill Summary:

The proposed local law would require owners of residential buildings over 40 feet tall (12.192 m) to install a system of automatic sprinklers by December 31, 2029. Building owners must file a final report and two interim reports on such installation.
