MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT

TITLE: A LOCAL LAW to amend Section 25-303 b. of the Administrative Code of the City of New York

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:

This bill would require the Landmarks Preservation Commission or its staff to research the question of whether slavery or slavery-related businesses were conducted on a proposed landmark site.  The bill further requires that the findings of such research, including any inconclusive findings, be published in the designation report for all proposed landmarks.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:

This legislation will help ensure that historical findings made to support the designation of landmarks in New York City are complete, accurate and do not ignore the history of America’s slavery period in our city.
