Summary of Legislation:
This legislation would amend Section 1404 of the New York city charter by adding a new sub-paragraph (iv) to allow notices of violation of the postering law, over which the Environmental Control Board has jurisdiction, to be served by certified mail, return receipt requested. Service would be deemed complete upon the mailing of the notice of violation by certified mail unless the notice is returned by the postal service for any reason other than refusal of delivery. Currently, notices of violation must be served in person.
