TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the general municipal law, in relation to certain impairments of health presumed incurred in the performance of duty.
BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation would create a presumption that certain cancers causing disability or death of retirement system members in police service were caused by a job-related accident. The women and men who are police officers and firefighters are exposed to certain cancers due to dangerous situations in their working environments. This bill would support evidence of job related cancers that occur in the performance of their duties.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would amend the New York State General Municipal Law by adding a new section 207-s entitled “Police officers; presumption in certain diseases”. This new section would further state that notwithstanding any provision of this chapter or of any general, special or local law to the contrary, and for the purposes of this chapter, any condition of impairment of health caused by (1) diseases of the lung, (2) any condition of cancer affecting the lymphatic, digestive, hematological, urinary, neurological, breast, reproductive or prostate systems, or (3) melanoma resulting in total or partial disability or death to a uniformed member of the New York Police Department where such member successfully passed a physical examination upon entry into such service subsequent thereto, which examination failed to reveal any evidence of such conditions, shall be presumptive evidence that such condition or impairment was incurred in the performance and discharge of duty, unless the contrary is proven by competent evidence.
