A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to qualifications for persons conducting inspections and maintenance on drinking water tanks
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require inspectors and those who perform maintenance work on drinking water tanks be Licensed Master Plumbers, have a certification from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation for Category 7G pesticide application and have received training in fall protection under requirements set forth by the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration to do such inspections and work. 

EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after it becomes law, except that the commissioner of health and mental hygiene may take such action as is necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, before such effective date.
