Application submitted by NYC Health + Hospitals, pursuant to Section 7385(6) of the Health and Hospitals Corporation Enabling Act, for approval of a 99-year ground lease (including tenant renewal options) to River Commons Housing Development Fund Company Inc., as named tenant, and River Commons Owners LLC, as the beneficial tenant of a parcel of land measuring approximately 42,000 square feet. The parcel of land is currently part of the parking lot and Annex structure of the NYC Health + Hospitals/Gotham/Morrisania located at 1225 Gerard Avenue, for the purpose of constructing a 17-story mixed used building with approximately 328 units of affordable and supportive housing, Borough of the Bronx, Council District 16, Community District 5.
