	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for surviving family members of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation employees.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend section 12-126 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to provide health care coverage to surviving spouses or domestic partners and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation employees.  Currently, the law provides health insurance benefits to a surviving spouse or domestic partner and dependent children of police officers and firefighters killed as the natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained while in the performance of duty.  The health benefits would cover spouses and domestic partners for life, and eligible children will be covered while enrolled in a accredited institution of higher education, or age 23, whichever comes first.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately, and shall be retroactive to and deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after September 23, 2005.

	Impact on Expenditures:  According to HIP, the cost of health benefits for one family is $8,821.68 per year (based on the family HIP rate of $735.14 per month).  OMB estimates a cost of $50,000 per year, based on 5 line of duty deaths with health care costing $10,000 per family.  This amendment would have a de minimus effect on city expenditures with a minimal number of annual DOC and DSNY line-of-duty deaths.
