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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the notification of community boards and council members of demolition permits.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends title 27 by adding a new section 27-169.1. to article 14 of subchapter 1 of chapter 1.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On May 16, 2006, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 338, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the notification of community boards and council members of demolition permits.  This bill concerns the issuance of demolition or removal permits for buildings that are 75 years old or less.

Int. No. 338

Bill section one provides for a new section 27-169.1 entitled “Notice to community boards and council members” to be added to the Building Code.  This legislation would mandate that for any building that is seventy-five years old or less, written notice be given by the Department of Buildings (DOB or the Department) to the Community Board and Council Member in whose districts the building in question is located, prior to the issuance of any demolition or removal permit by the Department.  This notice must contain a general description of the proposed work, the need for such demolition or removal work and is to be provided at least five days prior to the issuance of the permit.

The legislation allows DOB to order the demolition or removal of any property prior to the issuance of the written notice to any appropriate Community Board and Council Member as required by this new section when exigent circumstances involving public safety and health exist.  However, when conditions dictate such urgency, DOB must provide written notice to such Community Board and Council Member within five days following the issuance of such an order to demolish or remove any such property.

Bill section two provides for an effective date of ninety days after enactment into law.
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
