	Summary of Legislation: This bill amends the New York City Charter to clarify the authority of Parks Enforcement Patrol(PEP) officers to issue summonses returnable to the Environmental Control Board for the violation of rules of the New York City Department of Parks and Recreation. In addition, this legislation enables PEP officers to write summonses for violations of rules duly promulgated by the Brooklyn Bridge Development Corporation. This bill will allow the NYC Parks Department to enforce such rules, however, does not obligate it to provide any level of service that places undue burden on its operations and budget.
