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          1  COMMITTEE ON GOVERNMENTAL OPERATIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON PERKINS:  Good morning

          3  everyone.

          4                 I am Council Member Bill Perkins,

          5  Chair of the City Council's Committee on

          6  Governmental Operations.

          7                 Today, the Committee on Governmental

          8  Operations is conducting a hearing to vote on

          9  whether to override the Mayor's veto of Introductory

         10  Bill Numbers 124- A, 371- A and 466- A.

         11                 On October 26, 2004, the committee

         12  voted eight in the affirmative, and one in the

         13  negative in favor of Intros. 124- A, 371- A and 466-

         14  A.

         15                 On October 27, 2004, the council

         16  voted 42 to 7 in favor of Intro. Numbers 127- A,

         17  371- A and 466- A.

         18                 On November 24th, 2004, the Mayor

         19  sent Messages

         20  M 382, M 383, M 384 (SIC) to the City Council

         21  vetoing Intros. Number 124- A, 371- A and 466- A

         22  respectively.

         23                 M 382, M 383 and M 384 (SIC) were

         24  presented to the Council at the Stated Meeting on

         25  December 7th, 2004.
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          2                 For procedural clarity, we will be

          3  voting once on two coupled items.

          4                 The first item is the motion to

          5  receive and

          6  file M 382, M 383 and M 384 (sic), which is done for

          7  the purpose of completing the record.

          8                 A yes vote to this item will only

          9  mean that M 382, M 383 and M 384 (sic) are accepted

         10  into the official record of the council proceeding,

         11  and does not mean agreement with their contents, in

         12  other words, the Mayor.

         13                 The second item is the following

         14  substantive motion, shall Intro. Numbers 124- A,

         15  371- A and 466- A pass, the objection of the Mayor

         16  notwithstanding.

         17                 The chair recommends a yes vote on

         18  the two coupled items.

         19                 I want to acknowledge those of us,

         20  the members of the committee that are here.

         21                 Our majority leader, Leroy Comrie,

         22  the Chairwoman of our Education Committee, Eva

         23  Moskowitz, the Chairwoman of our Health Committee,

         24  Christine Quinn, the Chairwoman of our Housing

         25  Committee, Madeline Provenzano, and of course, the
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          2  one and only Michael Nelson, the Chairman of our

          3  Forecasting Committee, not the weather, the budget,

          4  the Finances.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON:  New Years is

          6  cancelled.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON PERKINS:  And so with

          8  that quorum, and my colleague always here to the

          9  left, the one and only, Philip Reed, sometimes known

         10  as Bill Perkins.  The Bill and Phil show.          So

         11  , in that regard, let me just again recommend a yes

         12  vote on the couple items, the Chair votes aye on

         13  both.

         17  the Mayor, that is M 382, M 383 and M 384 (SIC).

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Committee on

         25  Governmental Operations, M 382, 383, and 385 to
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          2  file, Council Member Vallone.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE:  I vote aye

          4  on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK:  On the re- adoption

          6  of Intros. 124- A, 371- A and 466- A, Council Member

          7  Vallone.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE:  Aye.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK:  M's 382, 383 and 385

         10  now stand at eight in the affirmative, one in the

         11  negative, excuse me, nine in the affirmative, zero

         12  in the negative and no abstentions.

         13                 Intros. 124- A, 371- A and 466- A are

         14  adopted by a

         15  vote of eight in the affirmative, one in the

         16  negative and no abstentions.
