	Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Section 617 of the New York City Charter to prohibit any agency practice, including but not limited to any tracking system, record keeping or reporting system or data collection system or device, from prejudicing the rights of, stigmatizing or otherwise harming a person because of his or her gender or relationship to a child or children involved in a child protective matter.  The proposed local law would also require that ACS request state approval for any policy changes necessary to comply with the proposed law to the extent that the proposed law’s requirements are subject to state approval.



	Effective Date:  The proposed local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment.
