	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a “no wake area” within the Harlem River and requiring appropriate signage and enforcement, requiring the preparation and distribution of educational material about wake reduction and establishing a citywide wake reduction task force.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would add sections 10-158.1 and 10-158.2 to title 10, amend section 18-131, and add a new section 19-306 to title 19 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to require the establishment of a “no wake area” within the Harlem River with appropriate signage and enforcement. The proposed legislation would also require the preparation and distribution of educational material about wake reduction and the establishment of a citywide wake reduction task force, in addition to requiring that the local law resulting from this legislation be called the Jim H. Runsford law.   


	Effective Date: Sections four and five, respectively establishing the task force and calling the bill the Jim H. Runsford Law would take effect immediately upon its enactment into law. Section two and three of the bill, respectively pertaining to the “No Wake Area” in the Harlem River and the educational material provision would take effect thirty days after its enactment into law. However, the Police Commissioner and the Commissioner of Parks and Recreation would be required to take whatever actions necessary to implement sections two and three prior to the effective date of this legislation.
