Proposed Int. 622-A would require the Department of Homeless Services (DHS) to provide information to all new recipients of shelter on domestic violence. The bill would require DHS to develop and distribute written or electronic materials containing information with respect to domestic violence. The information would be distributed to eligible homeless persons at PATH, the family homelessness intake facility. At a minimum, the information would include the nature and proper reporting of domestic violence and information on how to access services.
