          2                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you, ladies

          3  and gentlemen, for being patient and waiting for

          4  several hours so we can get the State and Federal

          5  Legislation Committee going.

          6                 I believe we have other members

          7  within the vicinity that we're trying to get up

          8  here. There's a lot of business on today's schedule.

          9                 So, I would like to welcome you to

         10  today's hearing on State and Federal Legislation. My

         11  name is Joel Rivera, I'm the Chair of the Committee.

         12  At this point in time I want to introduce my

         13  colleagues who are here. We have Councilwoman Maria

         14  Baez from the Bronx, Council Member Lewis Fidler

         15  from Brooklyn, and Council Member Helen Sears from

         16  Queens and myself.

         17                 Our agenda today is extremely brief.

         18  We are considering legislation that would deem the

         19  death of Christian Phillip Engeldrum to have been

         20  sustained in the performance of his duties as a

         21  member of the New York City Fire Department.

         22                 Christian Engeldrum died on November

         23  29th of 2004 while serving as a member of the Army

         24  National Guard in Iraq. He was the father of two, a

         25  committed husband and a veteran of the Persian Gulf

          2  War. By deeming his death to be sustained in the

          3  performance of his duties, as a member of the New

          4  York City Fire Department, this legislation would

          5  allow his survivors to be eligible for accidental

          6  and special accidental death benefits. A line of

          7  duty award and health insurance coverage.

          8                 This gesture recognizes this

          9  firefighter's service to his country and it allows

         10  his family a small measure of security.

         11                 Christian Engeldrum fought to make

         12  our lives secure. We should remember his courage and

         13  the supreme sacrifice he made for all of us. At this

         14  point in time I will be calling, we do have a quorum

         15  so I will be calling the vote for this piece of

         16  legislation here today.

         17                 Are there any questions? Any

         18  testimony?

         19                 Okay, so at this point in time I will

         20  ask the clerk to call the roll.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Rivera.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: I vote aye

         23  enthusiastically.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of seven in

         14  the affirmative, zero in the negative, and no

         15  abstentions, the item is adopted. Council Members,

         16  please sign the Committee report.

         17                 Thank you.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Once again,

         19  Council members, thank you for your patience. And I

         20  will keep the vote open for an additional five, ten

         21  minutes, to afford the opportunity for other members

         22  within the building to come up and vote on this very

         23  important piece of legislation, resolution.

         24                 Thank you. Meeting is adjourned.
