	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the possession and sale of graffiti instruments.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation prohibits the possession of graffiti instruments (aerosol spray paint cans, broad tip indelible markers or etching acid) in public places with intent to violate the provisions of subdivision a of section 10-117 of the administrative code.  It also increases from 18 to 21 the allowable age of customers to which graffiti instruments may be sold or offered for sale.  Furthermore the legislation bans the possession by persons under twenty-one of graffiti instruments while on the property of another or in any public building or upon any public facility, and establishes circumstances that constitute an affirmative defense for such possession.  Lastly, the legislation establishes, and in some cases increases, the fines and periods of imprisonment associated with violations of various elements of section 10-117.
