City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD):


1)
pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York State for:

a) the designation of 146, 152, 154, 156, 158 and 160/62 East 127th Street and 2099 Lexington Avenue, Sites 4B and 4D within the Harlem-East Harlem Urban Renewal Area (Block 1775/Lots 50, 149, 49, 48, 47, 45 and 52), as an Urban Development Action Area;



b) 
an Urban Development Action Area Project for such area; and

pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter for the disposition of such property, except 146 and 152 East 127th  Street and 2099 Lexington Avenue (Block 1775/Lots 50, 149 and 52), to a developer to be selected by HPD.

To facilitate the construction of an eight-story building, tentatively known as A. Kornegay Senior Housing, with 89 units of rental housing for elderly persons of low income, plus one unit for a superintendent.
